An extract from the rule book

6-8. Discontinuance of Play; Resumption of Play
a.When Permitted
The player must not discontinue play unless:

(i) the Committeehas suspended play;

(ii) he believes there is danger from lightning;

OT

(i) he is seeking a decision from t®mmitteeon a doubtful or disputed point (see Rules 2-
and 34-3); or

(iv) there is some other good reason such as sutidess.
Bad weather is not of itself a good reason forahisiouing play. If the player discontinues playhvatit
specific permission from th@ommitteehe must report to theommitteeas soon as practicable. If he

does so and theommitteeconsiders his reason satisfactory, there is nolpge@therwise, the player is
disqualified.

Exception in match play: Players discontinuing raiay by agreement are not subject to disquatifi
tion, unless by so doing the competition is delayed

Note: Leaving the&oursedoes not of itself constitute discontinuance of/pla
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A few definitions taken from the internet for thoseof us who aren't sure.

Definition: "Stroke play". Refers to a round of golf in which the score istk®padding the cumulative
total of strokes taken throughout the round. i&rnplay is different from match play, but meansshme
thing as medal play.

Also Known As: Medal play

Definition: Foursomes.Is a competition format in which teams are compurisetwo players each, and
the players alternate hitting the same ball (wisclvhy Foursomes is also very commonly called
"alternate shot").

The first player tees off, the second player ttesgecond shot, the first player hits the third,shod so or
until the ball is holed. Players alternate hittieg shots so that the same player doesn't hit elrexsg.

Foursomes can be played as stroke play or matgh Adamatch play, Foursomes is one of the formatg
used in the Ryder Cup.

Here's a hint for Foursomes strategy: Try to deitegrbefore the round which are the toughest driving
holes on the course being played. Factor thatth@alecision on who hits the tee ball on the ficde.
You want your best driver to be teeing off on aswynaf the toughest driving holes as possible.

Definition: Greensomesls a competition format that is a variation of feaimes (2-person teams, each
playing one ball). In Greensomes, both players team tee off, the best of the two tee balls isctet
and that ball is then played alternate-shot umtiéd.

Definition: "Match play" . Is a competition format in which the round isy@d with the goal of winning
individual holes. For example, on No. 1, you scband your opponent gets a 5 - you win the holer-Sqg
ing is kept by comparing the holes won by eachgalaly each has won the same number of holes, the
match is said to be "all square”. If you have wdmoles and your opponent has won 3, you are sdié tg
"1-up" while your foe is "1-down." Final score redts the margin of victory and the hole at whiah th
match ended. If the match goes the full 18 holesstore would be 1-up or 2-up. If it ends betbee
18th, the score would look like "3-and-2" (the wennvas 3 holes up with only two holes to play, thus
ending the match early). When a match is dormefithal score can sometimes appear odd. For exan
a player wins 5-and-3; that is, the winner was $iop with 3 holes to play. Then why didn't theecha
end with four holes to play? Because the matchdeasie with four holes to play - the leader was 4
holes up with 4 holes to play. Winning the nextehptoduces a final score of 5-and-3. A state oifier
on hole No. 17 - 1-up with 1 to play - is what pnods a final score of 2-up.

A bit of information.

Soon, the Green Jacket became the symbol of mshipen the ultra-exclusive Augusta Nation
Golf Club and slipping a jacket onto the winneiltie Masters - a tradition that began in 1949 - syimb
ized that golfer's entry into the exclusive clubMdsters champions.
