1. In Kent’s cricketing heyday the county was so dominant that no opposing player scored a century 
against us  for 44 years between 1792 and 1836. 

2. Around 1913 a Maidstone man played the longest golf hole in Britain—some 35 miles. T.H.Oyler 
bet he could hit a ball from his club at Linton Park to Littlestone near Romney in under 2000 strokes. 
It took three days of hacking across country but he did it in a mere 1,087 strokes. No information is 
available as to how many balls he used!! 

3. Perhaps Kent’s most eccentric cricketer was Gravesend’s Tom Adams. In 1849 guesting for the 
Royal Artillery at Woolwich he dismissed every one of the opponents in both innings. It may have 
been down to his bowling action as he would run to the crease with his arm outstretched horizontally 
in line with his face like a charging jouster, not a friendly sight it is said.
