Some picturesque sights (the snow not the warmly wrapped up Members!) 
on the course of late have let us all know that winter is really here. The    
temporary greens are kept tidy and when needed still enable you all to get 
out for some exercise. 
Leaves  
Recent freezing conditions have made the majority of trees drop the last of 
their leaves. This enables green staff to get the course clean of leaf debris.  
It would have also driven our casting worms deeper down so they no longer 
cast on the surface. 
Aeration and re-turfing 
The most worn areas of path walk offs has been completed. A specific type 
of turf has been used to provide a greater chance of recovery in these     
concentrated wear areas.  
Winter fairway fertiliser 
Will be applied in the coming few weeks. This slow release product 
will maintain some growth and recovery when conditions are mild. 
This keeps our fairways from getting too thin and weak. 
Replenishing the cockle shell  
Paths that are thin and muddy will continue to be replenished. 
The practice mats  
These are due to be cleaned and levelled now the grass tees have been 
closed for the winter. 
Bunker edging 
This is to be carried out in December.
