The Kent Golf League. Presentations. (Submitted by Barry Plumb) 
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General 

The changes to the Rules generally fall into two broad categories: (1) those that improve the clarity of the Rules and (2) those 
that reduce the penalties in certain circumstances to ensure that they are proportionate. 

Definitions 

Advice 

Amended to allow the exchange of information on distance, as it is not considered to be “advice”. 

Lost Ball 

Amended to clarify substituted ball issues and to include the concept of “stroke-and-distance” (see corresponding changes to 
Rules 18-1, 24-3,25-1c, 26 and 27-1). 

Matches 

Definition withdrawn and replaced by two new Definitions, “Forms of Match Play” and “Forms of Stroke Play”. 

Rules 

Rule 1-2. Exerting Influence on Ball 

Note added to clarify what constitutes a serious breach of Rule 1-2. 

 

Rule 4-1. Form and Make of Clubs. 

Amended to reduce the penalty for carrying, but not using, a nonconforming club or a club in breach of  

 

Rule 4-2, from disqualification to the same as carrying more than 14 clubs. 

 

Rule 12-1. Searching for Ball; Seeing Ball 

Amended to include searching for a ball in an obstruction. 

 

Rule 12-2. Identifying Ball 

Amended to allow a player to lift his ball for identification in a hazard (see corresponding change to Rule 15-3, removing the 
exemption from penalty for playing a wrong ball in a hazard). 

 

Rule 13-4. Ball in Hazard; Prohibited Actions 

Exception 1 amended for clarification; Exception 2 amended to refer to Rule 13-2 and to eliminate the reference to assistance in 
the player’s subsequent play of the hole; Exception 3 added to exempt a player from penalty under Rule 13-4a (testing the con-
dition of the hazard) in certain circumstances. 

 

Rule 14-3.Artificial Devices, Unusual Equipment and Unusual Use of Equipment  

Amended to refer to the unusual use of equipment (see also new Exception on use of equipment in a traditionally accepted man-
ner) and new Exception added for players with a legitimate medical reason 

to use an artificial device or unusual equipment. 

Note added to clarify that a Local Rule may be introduced allowing the use of distance measuring devices; previously authorised 
by Decision only. 

 

Rule 15-2. Substituted Ball 

Exception added to avoid a “double penalty” when player incorrectly substitutes ball and plays from the wrong place (see corre-
sponding change to Rule 20-7c).

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Rule 15-3.Wrong Ball 

Amended to remove the exemption from penalty for playing a wrong ball in a hazard (see corresponding change to Rule 12-2, 
allowing a player to lift a ball for identification in a hazard). 

 

Rule 16-1e. Standing Astride or on Line of Putt 

Exception added to apply no penalty if act was inadvertent or to avoid standing on another player’s line of putt; previously 
authorised by Decision only. 

 

Rule 18. Ball at Rest Moved 

Penalty statement amended to avoid a “double penalty” when a player lifts his ball without authority and incorrectly substitutes 
ball (see related changes to Rules 15-2 and 20-7c). 

 

Rule 18-1. Ball at Rest Moved; By Outside Agency 

Note added to clarify procedure when ball might have been moved by an outside agency. 

 

Rule 19-2. Ball in Motion Deflected or Stopped By Player, Partner, Caddie or Equipment 

Amended to reduce the penalty in both match play and stroke play to one stroke. 

 

Rule 20-3a. Placing and Replacing; By Whom and Where 

Amended to reduce the penalty for having the wrong person place or replace a ball to one stroke. 

 

Rule 20-7c. Playing from Wrong Place; Stroke Play 

Note added to avoid a “double penalty” when player plays from the wrong place and incorrectly substitutes ball (see correspond-
ing change to Rule 15-2). 

 

Rule 24-1. Movable Obstruction 

Amended to allow a flagstick, whether attended, removed or held up, to be moved when a ball is in motion. 

Rule 24-3. Ball in Obstruction Not Found; 

Rule 25-1c. Ball in Abnormal Ground Condition Not Found; 

Rule 26.Water Hazards (Including Lateral Water Hazards); 

Rule 27-1. Stroke and Distance; Ball Out of Bounds; Ball Not Found Within Five Minutes 

In the above Rules, the term “reasonable evidence” has been replaced by “known or virtually certain” when determining 
whether a ball that has not been found may be treated as in an obstruction (Rule 24-3), an abnormal ground condition (Rule 25-
1) or a water hazard (Rule 26-1). See corresponding changes to Definition of Lost Ball and Rule 18-1.

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And now an extract from the CONGU site. 

 From the 1st January 2008 The Council of National Golf Unions directs that the following allowances be 
used for the undernoted forms of competition when played as handicap events and, where relevant, for the calcula-
tion of the Competition Scratch Score in scratch competitions. The reference to handicaps in all cases refers to Play-
ing Handicaps. Strokes must be taken according to the Handicap Stroke Index. 

  Singles Full difference between the CONGU® Handicaps of the players  

   Foursomes ½ difference between the aggregate CONGU® Handicaps of the players  

  Four-ball (better ball) Back marker to concede strokes to the other 3 players (based on ¾ the difference be-
tween the full CONGU®  Handicaps  

   Greensomes* Full difference between Greensome Handicaps*  

  *Greensomes Handicap (Lower handicap x 0.6) + (higher handicap x 0.4) if handicaps equal, half combined 
handicaps  

 The Unions/Associations have the discretion to make the allowances mandatory. It should be noted that the 
Golfing Union of Ireland and the Scottish Golf Union have made these allowances mandatory. 

 The following FAQ may answer many of the questions you have on why CONGU® recommends full handi-
cap difference in singles matchplay.   

 Q. Why does CONGU® recommend full handicap difference in matchplay? 

 A. For some time, the CONGU® recommendation has been that, in singles matchplay, the full difference 
between the handicaps should be given to the player with the higher handicap. This is now increasingly being 
adopted, but the change from the ‘traditional’ allowance of three-quarters has been disappointingly slow except by 
the men in Ireland and Scotland where full difference is mandatory.  

 It is wrong to say that there has been a debate on the question, because the argument for “no change” has 
barely been presented. CONGU® has been waiting for years for a coherent document to be shown to it which fin-
ishes with the words “…. therefore the fair allowance in matchplay is three-quarters of the difference in handicap”. 
This has so far not been forthcoming. 

 There are however strong arguments to support the use of full difference, this note sets out the basic argu-
ments.  

 We are confident that, for strokeplay, the present CONGU® Unified Handicap System is accurate and fair 
for players with a reasonably full competitive record. We further assume that the player’s handicap record is fairly 
reflected in the handicap. All statistical investigations which have been made support this statement, and certainly it 
is much superior to any alternatives which have been suggested. We also assume that we want the scale of match-
play allowances to be fair, in the sense that each participant has a roughly equal chance of winning. This is not such 
a trivial statement as it might appear, because some golfers believe that the lower handicap player should actually be 
given the advantage. Suppose, nevertheless, that we have been charged with the task of devising the fair matchplay 
odds given our present handicapping system, based as it is on stroke-play data, and no previous assumptions. how 
should we proceed? 

 Let’s think about how we would expect a match between a 6-handicapper and a 16-handicapper to go. First 
of all – what scores do we expect each of them to achieve if they put in an average performance? There is an annoy-
ing technical point which affects the argument. We do not actually expect a player to “play to his handicap”. The 
CONGU® UHS, like all other handicap systems round the world, handicaps players according to the better half of 
their records. The high handicappers are more erratic and therefore their average score is relatively more in excess of 
their handicaps than is the case for the better players. So, instead of a difference of ten strokes between their scores, 
we expect something like eleven or twelve. Already our analysis is tilting the scales slightly against our 16-
handicapper. 

 But, for the moment, assume that in their match both players play exactly to their handicaps never having a 
birdie, nor a double bogey, and dropping their strokes consistently where the stroke index says they should. Playing 
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level the 6-handicapper would have won ten holes, and under full handicap difference the match would have been all 
square. So where are we getting this “three-quarters” from? In real life, of course, matches don’t go like that. People 
take double or triple bogeys and even get birdies. We need to consider how strokes are likely to be converted into 
holes won, lost, or halved in matchplay. There are two ways in which strokes fail to be used at all. Our 16-
handicapper might win a hole without needing his stroke or lose a hole in spite of having had one; so he might as 
well not have had a stroke at those holes! Actually, investigative work has been done on this- and there is a surpris-
ingly consistent result. Just over 40% of a stroke entitlement, on average, is “wasted”. Enthusiastic enquirers can 
check this by interrogating competitors in club handicap knock-outs. The conclusion is that our 16-handicapper, 
even if getting ten shots, is only likely to be able to use six of them. It’s beginning to look as if even full difference is 
not enough. 

 So far this is mostly theoretical. But let us consider the real life situation. Most Clubs run a handicap match-
play knockout competition each year with a reasonably large entry. Have a look at the honours board listing past 
winners. Even Clubs which use full difference find that low Category players predominate. Indeed whether they 
have changed to full difference or not they will be pressed to produce any 3 or 4 Category winners in the last twenty 
years. This is even more striking when you realise that low handicap players form quite a low proportion of the total 
entry. You can also look at the individual results for each match in the tournament, and you will find that the low 
handicappers have a consistent edge. The Scottish Golf Union has done a lot of work on this. They have an excellent 
presentation subtitled “Myths and misconceptions”, which is on the CONGU® Website. They carried out a survey 
of Clubs before and after the change to full difference. Before the change, 61% of handicap singles matches were 
won by the lower handicap player. After the change to full difference, the low handicapper won 55% (note that he 
still had an edge). 

 A good deal of experimentation has been done with what is called simulation. Using hole-by-hole scores 
from strokeplay many, indeed thousands, of “pretend” matches can be run between each potential pair in the field. 
An objection may be raised that such a simulation is not like the real thing. But if you think about it, simulation 
probably actually understates the advantage which the low handicapper has. They can control the game better, pre-
serving their winning position at a hole when necessary. Anyway, these simulations consistently show that, even at 
full difference, the lower handicapper usually wins. (If you want to know the horrid truth, to make it even you would 
have to use nearly one-and-a-quarter times the difference. Not that this is recommended!)  

 Using three-quarters gives the low- handicapper a huge edge. The actual numerical results can be provided 
on request; but you can rest assured that, the more “numerical” you get, the stronger is the evidence for full differ-
ence. 

 It is only fair to consider counter-arguments. One common complaint just now is that “our low handicap 
players don’t enter handicap knock-outs after the change to full difference; because the odds are against them”. This 
is nonsense; all that has happened is that the odds in their favour have been changed from “enormously favourable” 
to “favourable, but not actually unfair”. The problem is one of education. Another childish question is “Do you seri-
ously expect me to give two strokes at one hole?” The answer to that is “yes”; and it happens even at three-quarters 
difference. 

 Finally, as a matter of interest, three-quarters of handicap for singles appears to be used nowhere else in the 
world. 

 Affiliated Clubs are encouraged to download this answer if they think it would help them put the arguments 
to their sceptical members 
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House.

Developments. 
 
 The new house has had the new fence erected, the carpets and turf for the garden are due for completion im-
minently and information for its sale is now displayed on our notice boards. 
 
 Various costing formulae and estimates for building and fitting out the new kitchen and restaurant areas are 
continuing. It is hoped that the existing kitchen will remain open while much of the construction goes on. 
 
Greens. 
 
 Trials carried out by our green staff on both a Massey Ferguson and a John Deere tractor led to the conclu-
sion that they are the only ones suitable as a replacement or our Holland, the lease of which expires in March this 
year.Options to buy it or trade it off will be negotiated by our Course Manager. 
 
 Illustrations of the spread of tree roots and how they could affect greens and tees if left untreated  have been 
displayed on the notice boards. It is hoped that these graphic pictures will help us to understand the aggressive action 
that unfortunately becomes necessary during tree management. Our course Manager and his team continue to do an 
excellent job for the club and we look forward to the coming season and an ever improving course.
