Identifying a ball in a bunker.  

 Important rules changes as of January 1st 2008. The previous rule stated that a wrong ball could not 
be played from a bunker or water hazard. Rule 15-3. 

 It is now possible to lay a wrong ball; it should be identified before playing. 

 Example. If sand is obscuring the ball call a fellow competitor over and mark the ball with a tee 
peg. Rotate the ball,  removing only sufficient sand  to allow you to identify it. Recreate the lie. 

Ball in motion deflected or stopped (Rule 9). 

 Previously in singles match play if your ball was deflected or stopped by yourself, your caddie or 
equipment it was the loss of the hole. 

 It is now a one stroke penalty and play the ball as it lies. 

 In stroke play the same penalty applies. 

 If your ball strikes or is deflected by your opponent, his caddie or his equipment  in match play un-
der rule 19-3 there is no penalty and you have the option of playing the ball as it lies or replaying the 
stroke. 

 If your ball is stopped or deflected by a fellow competitor, his caddie or equipment under Rule 19-4 
it is treated as an outside agency with no penalty and the ball is played as it lies. 

CONGU Change. 

 In singles match play only, the full handicap difference must be calculated and allowed. 

From the Course Manager 

 We recently received an enforcement notice from the KCC Highways for the removal of dead trees 
bordering onto Wrotham Road, these have been cur down and removed but it has some areas of our border 
open, especially greens shed entrance gates. 

 Use of  the divot trailer is going well although members are asked to only take one bag each and to 
continue to replace divots where possible, this also applies to the semi rough. 

 Careful use of the grass practice tees will prolong the amount of time they are left open, before 
closed for over-seeding to fill in the divots. It is better to decimate one small area rather than have divots 
spread over a wide area.
