T he origin of Bingo can be traced back to Italy in 1530 when a state run lottery was originated. It mi-

grated to France in the late 1700ôs in a form similar to the Bingo known today with a playing card 

numbers and tokens. It quickly spread through Europe and many offshoots were created. 

I  n the USA in 1929 a game called BEANO  was played in Atlanta -  Georgia. A New York salesman 

called Edwin Lowe observed the game  where players called ñBEANOò if they filled a line of numbers 

on their card. 

L  owe introduced the game to his many social friends and one of them, a lady, mistakenly called 

ñBINGOò in her excitement. Loweôs BINGO became very popular and the name has stuck to the pre-

sent day.
