MKGC WIN PERMAN!

"Shaaa

For the first time since 1993, MKGC have won the prestigious Perman Shield,
the ‘major’ scratch event that has been played for by the 16 members of the
Association of South Eastern Golf Clubs on a knockout basis since 1925.

The Perman Shield final was played on Sunday 10 October at Rochester &
Cobham GC where an enthusiastic crowd of Mid Kent members were present
to support the team led by non playing Captain Martin Clark in their emphatic
7112 to 41/2 win over Dartford GC.

Each match in the Perman Shield consists of four foursome matches and eight
singles played during the single day, foursomes in the morning, singles in the
afternoon.

At lunchtime, the match was all square at two games each but in the afternoon
Mid Kent powered ahead to take the overall lead — winning five matches, halv-
ing one and losing just two.

Adding to the remarkable number of holes in one this year, Darren Smith added
his name to the list with one on the 16th!

Special mention should also be made of two of our younger team members -
Jack Challis, just out of junior ranks, and Adam Wells, on an age basis, still
technically a Junior member at MKGC!

History of the Perman Shield

The Perman Shield was presented by

Mr G E Perman in 1925 for ‘golf and good
fellowship’ with the first competition being won
by Royal Blackheath.

Mid Kent became members of the South East
Association in 1990, winning the Shield in 1993
for their only success until 2010.

In line with the competition objective of ‘good
fellowship’ the Rules provide for the home club
in each match providing a ’three course meal,
table wines and port’ with the visiting club
making a contribution towards the costs
incurred.

Mens’ Golf

Mid Kent mens’ teams compete with 15 other clubs in the Perman Shield and five
other knockout events organised by the Association of South Eastern Golf Clubs.

Being quite small, Shaun cut the clubs
down to size - much to Mrs Moore’s disgust! It didn’t deter Shaun however
and together with two new found friends, David Watkins and Keith Weston,
they played MKGC every day of their school holidays.

On leaving school, Shaun had joined Dunn & Co in the Strand but his heart
was not in it - all he wanted to do was play golf — so he decided to work in
the golf shop and also give lessons to members. He caddied for David
Russell in Europe and with Gordon Kerr won the Black Bottle Tournament in
Turnberry in 1991.

But in the harsh world of golf, he wasn't making enough headway and his
father apprenticed him to the Thames as a waterman/lighterman. He is now
a first mate on the Woolwich Free Ferries.

Shaun currently plays off a handicap of 2. He has a superb record at the
Club and appears numerous times on the Honours Boards. His first ‘major’
was the Gwynn Bennett in 1983 - at 19 years of age and in his first year as a
Full Member. Since then he has performed well in many Club teams and
trophies, including winning the Scratch Bowl in 2000.

Lifeboats

Beverley , as a rower , is only too aware
of the risks posed on the Thames and
has witnessed RNLI rescues of capsized
rowers. This is not as infrequent as you
may imagine. Gravesend was the fifth
busiest lifeboat station across the UK &
Ireland with 125 launches in 2009 from
the station in Royal Pier Road.

Fifty-four launches were to assist people
in pleasure craft, 15 were to individuals
in danger on or near the river - including
people believed to have deliberately
entered the water and put themselves at
risk - 8 were to commercial vessels and
remaining launches included stranded
animals, motor vehicles in the river and
boat capsizes.

New Tee Area at 15th

Since the matchplay finals, green staff have spent considerable time constructing
and levelling the new tee area. 75 ton of soil was added to the area with a further
29 ton of rootzone on top to provide a good growing medium. New irrigation pipe
was trenched in and the necessary fittings amended. After much time getting
adequate levels the turf was laid 20th October. Three extra sleepers have been
added to extend the bank and we now need to shutter and extend the path area
forward. Rooting should be quick with the mild conditions and members should
be using the tee soon.

9th Back Tee

The 9th back tee has been amended to level the uneven surface and then
turfed at the same time as the 15th.

Worm Casts

Have been quite bad this autumn. Multiple applications of sulphur have been
applied to the worst areas - this acidifies the surface which the worms dislike.
The only worm cast chemical available is being used on the same areas. Both
products have had mixed results which is disappointing, but in line with the rest
of the industry. When the ground frosts come, they will drive the worms down,
which prevents them casting on the surface

Leaves

The colourful leaves on the trees around the course provide a beautiful back
drop - and the realisation to the green staff that many hundreds of hours will be
spent blowing and collecting them up! ! Member sé6 patience
watching will be needed during this time.

Tasks for the coming weeks
Renovating many path walkoffs, edging all bunkers and re-checking all sand
levels for the third time this year. And, of course, collecting up every last leaf!!

Course etiquette ..... or lack of it

Action by a small percentage of our golfers again leaves a bad taste in the
mouths of us all who really try to keep the place in as good condition as possible.
Pitchmarks on greens, shoe prints in bunkers, fences removed and not replaced
are just a few of the irritations. But more disturbing is evidence found recently of
golfers practising on the course with areas of tens of divots from a concentrated
spot and odd greens peppered with pitchmarks - obviously done by someone
practising. This will not be tolerated and when the guilty party is caught by the
Couse Marshal, Green Staff or a member, the Board will take the strongest
possible disciplinary action.

From the 18th tee any ball that is sliced
- or if you prefer, over faded - will end
up in one of our neighbour’s gardens. If
you suspect that your drive is heading
in that direction please remember to
shout a loud “fore”, this does help. Also
remember to ensure that the bell is rung
loudly to warn other users and our
neighbours that you are about to tee off.

The 14t js a similar, but not so bad,
position to that of the 18th off the tee.
Again if you believe your ball is heading
for the houses at Chalky Bank, please
shout a loud “fore”. The second problem
that has recently raised its head is the
second shot to the green. Again if the
ball is sliced or faded too much it can go
dverthe fredd iftd the houseat Ghalky
Bank. Please shout “fore” loudly if you
suspect the ball is heading to the right
of the green.

The Director of Greens Steve Davies
realises that no member deliberately
hits balls off the Course. But he does
want you & our neighbours to continue
to enjoy golf safely, resting assured that
he, our Course Manager and team are
trying to make your Winter Golf as
pleasant as it can be.
