Annual General Meeting Friday 3rd October 2008 
 The Chairman, Brian Weston,  welcomed all those present and a few moments silence were observed in 
memory of those members who had passed away during the year. He informed the meeting that our Captain, David 
Watkins, had sent his apologies. Dave  had been invited to speak at the dinner at the Royal Blackheath Golf Club to 
celebrate  their  400th anniversary.  The main speaker was the Captain of the R and A followed by Dave Watkins of 
MKGC. A great honour both for Dave and the club.   

Mrs G. Smith then  formally announced the notice of the meeting, 

Minutes of the 2007 AGM. 

 The Chairman then asked for the minutes of the 2007 AGM to be passed as read. It was pointed out by Mr 
Derick Jackson that the minutes had only been available to the membership since Thursday morning so it was prob-
able that most of those present would have had little chance to read them. He stressed that this was in no way a criti-
cism of Gill but suggested that an effort should be made to allow members to view the minutes well before the 
AGM.  He suggested that they be sent out with the notice of the meeting.  Derick had asked for and received a copy 
by post. 

 Derick then asked for two corrections be made to the 2007 minutes reflecting a brief that he had previously 
sent to Gill:- 

· Referring to page 4  Item 11 . After  “..other methods of financing modifications”  add  “...should be 
considered” and further down the same paragraph  “..which could include future members” should 
read “which could  involve future members”. 

· Referring to page 6 top paragraph. “ - it is now understood that money is to be used as a fund for the 
new clubhouse” should read .“ - it is now understood that money is to be used as a development fund 
for the new clubhouse”. 

The minutes were then proposed and seconded from the floor and accepted by the meeting. 

 Regarding the timing of the issue  of the minutes; the Chairman totally agreed with Derick saying that it was 
unacceptable and he would personally ensure that it would not happen again.  

 

Chairman’s Report.  

 The Chairman’s report had been circulated to the club membership and it was proposed by the Chairman 
that it be accepted. Its acceptance was the proposed and seconded from the floor and accepted by a show of hands. 

Directors’ Report and Statement of Accounts.  

 The Chairman invited the Finance Director, Mr Rod Fisher to address the meeting.  

 Rod said that all members had received a copy of the accounts. It had been a good year and the following are 
the key issues/highlights. 

· There has been a general increase in subscriptions and revenue continues to be matched against costs. 

· It was key that we continue to attract societies even though they are not very popular with the membership. 
They represent a valuable source of income to the club. 

· The single biggest cost to the club is our salary bill but the Board is satisfied that it is at the correct level. We 
have good staff and we want to retain them.  

· The bar revenue shows a small increase which has been achieved  by our pricing policy despite a fall in the 
volume of sales. Members are not using the bar as much as they used to but this is not unique to the club, 
many pubs in Gravesend are experiencing the same problem. However  the prices charged by the club remain 
competitive. 

· We again repaid some of the membership loan but it remains uncertain as to whether we will be able to pay 
off any this year. 
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· Our membership is much the same as last year except for the number of members awaiting play which is now 
down to 26 as compared to 55 at the end of last year..We are lucky to have a waiting list at all compared to 
may of the clubs in Kent where you can walk in off the street and gain immediate membership. Our member-
ship fees remain consistently the lowest in the area and represent excellent value for money considering what 
we have in the way of the facilities and the course. 

· In an effort to help our membership we are introducing a Direct Debit facility whereby members can pay their 
subscription over a twelve month period. What the Board is proposing to do is to offer the facility at an inter-
est rate  lower than whatever is offered by the credit company, who have declined to quote a figure at the mo-
ment. Whatever it is we will offer a lower rate; the facility will  benefit both the club and the members. 

· Given the current climate all plans for the dining room extension have been deferred until the house at the bot-
tom of the 13th is sold. It is currently rented and will continue to be so until the market improves. Capital ex-
penditure will be limited to essential equipment and maintaining that which we have with no further develop-
ment. 

· Although it is the Board’s view that the 13th is a health and safety hazard no work will be started in alleviating 
the risk. 

 

 Rod Fisher finished by expressing his willingness to take any further questions either at the meeting or after-
wards. 

 Mr Aubrey Philips asked the Board why they are  contemplating doing anything about the 13thanyway, was 
the HSE insisting that something be done and, if so, ,is there no other way? The Board replied that it still constitutes 
a safety hazard  and although they were under no pressure from the HSE  the  risk had been identified and cannot be 
ignored; other options had been considered and rejected.  

Comments from the floor and Board included:- 

· Golf is inherently a hazardous game;  are we choosing to change the course to cater for an unlikely event?  
There are just as many risks associated with the 12th and the 1st tees.    

· No more balls land in the garden of the 13th than go on the road on the 1st or 12th. You cannot eliminate risk, 
you could put fences up all over the course and still not eliminate the risks, it is Health and Safety gone mad.  

· The Board replied that moving the 13th would make for the  hole into a feature and make it more playable. 
One  member  said that  this  introduced a completely different argument  to the  HSE one.  

· It was quite clear that there remained a strong feeling amongst some members that the real reason for moving 
the 13th green was that it provided an opportunity to build  houses on the golf course.  

 The Chairman called an end to the discussion because it did not form part of the AGM; the issues being 
raised are more properly dealt with at the Forum. He stressed that the Board was being totally open and honest with  
the membership. It will submit any plans to the membership. 

 Mr Jackson  pointed out that decisions at a Forum were not binding on the Board so the AGM became the 
best chance that members had of putting forward their views. Some clubs ran an open ended general meeting. 

 The Chairman then agreed that it could be introduced as “Any Other Business”. 

 Mr Roger Marshall said we still had no idea of how much had  been spent on the 13th; it had already cost a 
considerable amount with nothing to show for it. The Board said that a level  survey had been conducted so that we 
could determine how much earth would need to be moved if we wished to relocate the 13thgreen. 

 In reply to a question from the floor the Board confirmed that our cash balance is not held in just one ac-
count but at two institutions.  

 One member suggested that perhaps the bar revenue could be increased by actually reducing the costs and 
thus increasing the turnover. The Chairman said that volume is going down, not just at Mid Kent but in many of the 
pubs in Gravesend—many are closing down. Our prices remain competitive. 
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Election of Captain, Vice Captain and Directors. 

 The Chairman the read out a statement from the outgoing captain Dave Watkins. It read:- 

“Good evening everyone. Even now at  this my final hour of being Captain I am still representing the club I love. 
Tonight is all about a different Dave, Dave Newnham. Last year I caught him on numerous occasions in the chang-
ing room wearing my green jacket  talking to himself in the mirror. His passion for our golf club is unbelievable, he 
has been a good friend for most of my 33 years in the club and in that 33 years he has shown nothing  ———- but 
kindness. I would like to thank the Board of Directors and all the staff  for their kindness over the last year. Mr 
Chairman, I will try to keep my chin or chins clean shaven on a regular basis .To Dave and Wendy and to Dave and 
Tutsy good luck over the next year and the next two years. Thank you all , the members of Mid Kent Golf Club, for 
your wonderful support over the last year; because of you we are the club that we are, without a doubt the envy of 
Kent. I would like to end  tonight with a song, are you ready for it.  

 At this point the Chairman, needing the support of the floor later on in the evening, decided that it would be 
jeopardised if he sang and decided against it. 

 On behalf of Dave Watkins the Chairman proposed as next years Captain, Mr  Dave Newnham . The nomi-
nation was accepted with a show of hands and our President, Ian Taylor,  then presented David with his Captains 
Jacket. Wendy Jackson, the Lady Captain, was the congratulated on her Lady Captain’s ‘drive in’ which had been a 
memorable occasion. Wendy presented Dave Newnham with his tie and wished him all the best for 2009. David re-
plied in the same vein saying they could rely on his full support. He considered it to be a great honour  to be the 
club’s Captain. 

  David Newnham then introduced his vice captain for 2009, Mr Dave Ewen,  Dave had joined the club in 
1974 and represented the club at all levels. The nomination was accepted by a show of hands. 

Dave Watkins past Captain’s tie will be presented at a later date. 

Election of directors  

 There were four nominees for the three vacant posts of directors. They are Mr S. Davies, Mr R.C. Fisher , 
Mr D.E. Stevenson and Mr B.W. Weston. Steve Davies had been unable to attend the AGM so his written statement 
was read out by Brian. The other three nominees  each briefly addressed the meeting. A ballot was held and the vot-
ing forms collected and counted. 

The successful nominees were Mr Brian Weston, Mr Rod Fisher and Mr Danny Stevenson. 

Confirmation of subscriptions.  

 Being cogniscent of the need to keep subscription fees down, the Board had thought long and hard before 
arriving at a figure to recommend to the membership. The proposal by the Board was that subscriptions be raised by 
3.5 percent. This proposal was accepted on a show of hands, a ballot was not necessary . 

 The Chairman then informed the meeting that a Student Membership was being introduced for students in 
full time study up to the age of 23. The fee would be £200 which is hoped would be at the affordable level  to retain 
these young people for the future. 

 Clinker Little were re-appointed as auditors. AOB. 

 Mr Bernard Turner then  introduced himself saying that he was a new member having joined in April. He 
said that when he joined he knew no members and  asked  if a new members evening  - perhaps once a year  -  could 
be arranged to allow them to meet each other.  The suggestion  was welcomed. The Chairman pointed out that mem-
bers joined on a trickle basis as and when vacancies arose but the suggestion would be raised with the Captain. 

 In reply to a question from the floor the directors said that our  security was continually being assessed. 

 In reply to Mr Jackson, the Chairman confirmed that once a plan has been formulated regarding the 13th  the 
Board would go to the membership.  

 A lady member said that suppose someone in the garden of the house by the 13th were killed would we 
would be liable? We do have some defence because we have tried to reduce the risk but it is not possible to com-
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pletely eliminate it. The club’s insurance does cover us. The HSE would check to see that we had taken some steps 
to mitigate the risk. All members should take out individual insurance. 

 A member from the floor suggested that, rather than members insuring themselves individually, it might be 
possible to arrange it on a group basis. Some members believed that they are covered by their house insurance but 
this appeared to not always be the case. 

 Mr Jackson  asked what would be the Board’s priority if the dining room extension and the 13th were com-
peting for the same funds. Would we pursue the dining room or the 13th?  No decision has been made by the Board. 

 The 12th and the 1st both represented a hazard to cars. The first tee was moved to encourage members to 
play away from the road. The club is covered but individuals should have their own cover. When an incident could 
be attributed to a particular player he would be required to bear the cost of compensation.  Last Christmas Eve a lady 
came to the golf club in very distressed state having had her windscreen broken by a golf ball from 12th .  Brian had 
a very traumatic situation to handle which he hoped would not happen again. The individual responsible was identi-
fied and paid for the windscreen repair.
